Extended School Provision from September 
A letter will be sent out to all parents next week regarding the extended school provision offer 
from September. In the mornings, the school is open from 8.15 am and we will continue to offer 
this provision free of charge for now. 
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After school provision will be chargeable in advance and we will need a minimum level of take 
up in order to continue with this provision past the initial trial period. More details concerning 
timings, costs and availability will follow.

Hot Meals Orders for September 
Please note that the hot lunch order for the start of next term must be placed with St Johns 
Primary before we break up. The deadline for ordering on Parentpay is 23.59pm on TUESDAY. 
Mrs Adams will place the order on Wednesday. If you miss this deadline, your child will require 
packed lunches for the first week back next term.  
 

This only applies to Years 1-6 as our new Reception class do not start until the following week. 
Mrs Adams will be in touch with new Reception Class parents separately regarding Parentpay 
accounts and placing orders.  
  
Children in current Year 2 who are moving to Year 3 in September will no longer be entitled to 
Universal Infant Free School Meals, which only covers Reception-Year 2. Once Parentpay has 
updated to reflect the new classes in September, a charge will be generated. This remains set at 
£2.75 per meal.
